1. EXPLANATION OF THE TERMS USED

2.1
Definitions

2.1.1. "Accounting Year" means the financial year commencing from 1st April of any calendar year and ending on 31st March of the next calendar year.

2.1.2. "Agreement" means this agreement including all Schedules of RFP hereto, and any amendments thereto made in accordance with the provisions of this Agreement.

2.1.3. "Applicable Laws" means all laws, promulgated or brought into force and effect by Government of Jharkhand and Government of India including regulations and rules made there under, and judgments, decrees, injunctions, writs and orders of any court of record, as may be in force and effect during the subsistence of this Agreement.

2.1.4. "Applicable Permits" means all clearances, permits, authorizations, consents and approvals under or pursuant to Applicable Laws, required to be obtained and maintained by the Concessionaire, in order to implement the Project and to provide Project Facility in accordance with this Agreement.

2.1.5. “Arbitration Act” means the Arbitration and Conciliation Act, 1996 and shall include modifications to or any re-enactment thereof as in force from time to time.

2.1.6. "Bill of Quantities" means bill of quantities set forth in RFP.

2.1.7. “BCP’s” Data Collection Center / border check post means collectively the structures, equipment, system or mechanism erected commissioned or installed for the purpose of regulating the entry/exit of vehicles using the Project and for checking and collection of fine/arrear/dues/Fee in accordance with the provisions of this Agreement.

2.1.8. “Cashflow Projections” means the estimates of cashflows of the Project as set out in RFP

2.1.9. “Change in Law” means the occurrence of any of the following after the date of this Agreement :

1. The enactment of any new Indian law; State law
2. The repeal, modification or re-enactment of any existing Indian law:

3. The commencement of any Indian law which has not entered into effect until the date of this Agreement;

4. A change in the interpretation or application of any Indian law by a court of record as compared to such interpretation or application by a court of record prior to the date of this Agreement; or

5. Any change in the rates of any of the Taxes.
2.1.10. “COD" means the commercial operations date of the Project which shall be the date on which the Commercial Taxes Department has issued the Provisional completion or the Completion Certificate upon completion of construction of the Project and which shall, subject to the provisions of this Agreement, be not later than as mentioned in contract data.

2.1.11. “Commencement Date” means the date on which the work order is issued to Concessionaire.

2.1.12. “Completion Certificate” means the certificate issued by the Engineer in charge pursuant to RFP

2.1.13. “Concession” shall have the meaning ascribed thereto in RFP.

2.1.14. "Concession Period" means the period as applicable specified in RFP.

2.1.15. "Concessionaire" means the successful bidder and shall include its successors and permitted assigns expressly approved by GOJ.

2.1.16. “Consortium” means the consortium consisting of (i) AAAA (ii) BBBB (iii) CCCC (iv) DDDD mandatorily formed/ acting pursuant to the Memorandum of Understanding entered into by them, prior to the date of submission of the Request For Qualification  for the purpose of bidding for the Project and in the event of being successful to implement the Project through a special purpose vehicle to be formed and incorporated by them in India.
Such consortium should mandatorily be set before the submission of RFQ.
2.1.17. "Construction Works" means all works and things necessary to achieve commercial operation of the Project in accordance with this Agreement.
2.1.18. “Contractor” means Person with whom the Concessionaire has entered into/ may enter into all or any of the Project Agreements.

2.1.19. "Cure Period" means the period specified in this Agreement for curing any breach or default of any provision of this Agreement by the Party responsible for such breach or default.

2.1.20. “Days” are calendar days; months are calendar months.

2.1.21. “Debt Due" means the aggregate of the following sums expressed in Rupees outstanding and payable to the Lenders under the Financing Documents:

(i) the principal amount of the debt provided by the Lenders under the Financing Documents for financing the Project (the "principal") which is outstanding as on the Termination Date but excluding any part of the principal that had fallen due for repayment one year prior to the Termination Date unless such repayment had been rescheduled with the prior consent of the GOJ; and

(ii) 
all accrued interest, financing fees and charges payable on or in respect of the debt referred to in sub-clause (i) above up to the date preceding the Termination Date but excluding (a) any interest, fees or charges that had fallen due one year prior to the Termination Date, and (b) penal interest or charges payable under the Financing Documents to the Lenders.

2.1.22. “Defect” is any part of the Works not completed in accordance with the condition of Contract.

2.1.23. “Defects Liability Period” is the period named in the Contract Data and calculated from the Completion Date.

2.1.24. “Department” shall mean Commercial Taxes Department , Government of Jharkhand.

2.1.25. “Design Approving Engineer” (D.A.E.) shall mean the designated Chief Engineer or any other Proof Consultant nominated by the Commercial Taxes Department for scrutiny and approval of the design calculations and structural drawings prepared and submitted by the Concessionaire.

2.1.26. "Dispute" shall have the meaning ascribed thereto in RFP.

2.1.27. "Dispute Resolution Procedure" means the procedure for resolution of Dispute set forth in RFP.

2.1.28. "Drawings" means all of the drawings, designs, calculations and documents pertaining to the Project as set forth in RFP’ and shall include "as built" drawings of the Project.

2.1.29. "Emergency" means a condition or situation that is likely to endanger the security of the individuals on or about the Project including users thereof or which poses an immediate threat of material damage to any of the Project Assets.

2.1.30. “Employer” is Government of Jharkhand represented through Commercial Taxes commissioner or his authorised representative as indicated in Contract Data.

2.1.31. "Encumbrance" means any encumbrance such as mortgage, charge, pledge, lien, hypothecation, security interest, assignment, privilege or priority of any kind having the effect of security or other such obligations and shall include without limitation any designation of loss to payees or beneficiaries or any similar arrangement under any insurance policy pertaining to the Project, physical encumbrances and encroachments on the Project Site.

2.1.32. “Engineer in charge” shall mean the Engineer, of Supervision Consultant or an Independent Engineer , as mentioned in contract data or any other officer of equivalent rank, if so approved or any other person nominated by the Commercial Taxes Department from time to time.

2.1.33. “Equipment” is the Concessionaire’s machinery and vehicles brought temporarily to the Site to construct the Works.

2.1.34. "Equity" means the sum expressed in Rupees representing the equity share capital of the Concessionaire and shall include the funds advanced by any member of the Consortium or by any of its shareholders to the Concessionaire for meeting equity component of the Total Project Cost. Provided, however, that for purposes of computing Termination Payment under this Agreement, Equity shall be reckoned as an amount that is arrived at after excluding from the equity share capital of the Concessionaire the sum by which the capital cost of the Project as stated by the Concessionaire for purposes of claiming Termination Payment exceeded the Total Project Cost unless such excess cost has been incurred with the approval of the Lenders and GOJ. Provided further, any equity brought in after COD shall no t be considered or taken into account for the purpose of Termination Payment.

2.1.35. "Exempted Vehicles" means vehicles specified as such in the Notification as prescribed in GR of GOJ.

2.1.36. "Financing Documents" means the documents executed by the Concessionaire in respect of financial assistance (including refinancing) for the Project to be provided by the Lenders by way of loans, advances, subscription to debentures and other debt instruments and guarantees, risk participation, take-out financing or any other form of credit enhancement and shall include loan agreements, guarantee agreements, subscription agreements, notes and any documents providing security for such financial assistance, and includes amendments or modifications made thereto.

2.1.37. "Financial Close" means the date on which the Financing Documents providing for funding by the Lenders have become effective and the Concessionaire has immediate access to such funding under the Financing Documents.

2.1.38. "Force Majeure Cost" Force Majeure Cost means cost attributable to force majeure events specified in RFP and directly related to the project so as to bring the facility to its original state as before occurrence of force majeure event.

2.1.39. "Force Majeure Event" shall have meaning ascribed thereto in RFP.

2.1.40. "GOJ" means the Government of Jharkhand represented through Principal Secretary Commercial Taxes Department/ Commercial Taxes commissioner or his authorised representative.

2.1.41. "Good Industry Practice" means those practices, methods, techniques, standards specification, skills, diligence and prudence which are generally and reasonably expected of and accepted internationally from a reasonably skilled and experienced operator engaged in the same type of undertaking as envisaged under this Agreement and acting generally in accordance, with MOSRTH specifications/ PWD Standard Specifications as would be applicable and would mean good engineering practices in the design, engineering, construction and project management and which would be expected to result in the performance of its obligations by the Concessionaire and in the operation and maintenance of the Project in accordance with this Agreement, Applicable laws, Applicable Permits, reliability, safety, environment protection, economy and efficiency.

2.1.42. “Government” shall mean the Government of Jharkhand represented through Principal Secretary Commercial Taxes Department/ Commercial Taxes commissioner or his authorised representative as indicated in Contract Data.

2.1.43. "Government Agency" means the GOJ, or any state government or governmental, department, commission, board, body, bureau, agency, authority, instrumentality, court or other judicial or administrative body, central, state, or local, having jurisdiction over the Concessionaire, the Project Assets or any portion thereof, or the performance of all or any of the services or obligations of the Concessionaire under or pursuant to this Agreement.

2.1.44. "Implementation Period" means the period beginning from the Commencement Date and ending on the COD.

2.1.45. “Indirect Political Event” shall have the meaning ascribed thereto in RFP.

2.1.46. “Initial Investment” shall have the meaning ascribed thereto in RFP’

2.1.47. "Internal Rate of Return" shall have the meaning ascribed thereto in RFP

2.1.48. "Lead Member" means the consortium member duly authorized by the other consortium members as Lead Member and who shall hold minimum of 26% of equity in the Project Company until completion of construction and thereafter for a period of two years from the date of commencement of operations of the project.

2.1.49. "Lenders" means financial institutions, banks, funds, trusts or trustees of the holders of debentures or other securities their successors and assigns, who provide financial assistance to the Concessionaire under any of the Financing Documents.

2.1.50. “Maintenance Manual” shall have the meaning ascribed to it in RFP.

2.1.51. "Maintenance Programme" shall have the meaning ascribed to it in RFP

2.1.52. "Material Adverse Effect" means material adverse effect on (a) the ability of the Concessionaire to observe and perform any of its rights and obligations under and in accordance with the provisions of this Agreement and/or (b) the legality, validity, binding nature or enforceability of this Agreement.

2.1.53. “Material Breach” means a breach by either Party of any of its obligations under this Agreement which has/ likely to have a Material Adverse Effect on the Project and which such Party shall have failed to cure within the Cure Period.

2.1.54. “Minimum Maintenance Requirements” means minimum maintenance requirements for the maintenance of the Project as set forth in RFP.

2.1.55. “Non Political Event” shall have the meaning ascribed thereto in RFP.

2.1.56. "O&M" means the operation and maintenance of the Project during Operations Period including but not limited to functions of maintenance, collection and retention of Fees and performance of other services incidental thereto.

2.1.57. "O&M Contract" means the Operation and Maintenance Contract that may be entered into between the Concessionaire and the O&M Contractor for O&M of the Project/Project Facility.

2.1.58. "O&M Contractor" means the person or entity with whom the Concessionaire has entered into for O&M Contract for discharging O&M functions for and on behalf of the Concessionaire.

2.1.59. "O&M Expense" means expenses incurred by or on behalf of the Concessionaire, duly certified by its Statutory Auditors for all regularly scheduled and reasonably anticipated O&M during Operations Period, including, without limitation (a) all cost of salaries and other employee compensation and contract fee payable to the O&M Contractor, if any, (b) cost of materials, supplies, utilities and other services, (c) premier for insurance, (d) all franchisee, excise, property and other similar taxes and all costs and fees incurred in order to obtain and maintain all Applicable Permits necessary for the O&M of the Project/Project Facility at its full design capacity, (e) all repair, replacement and maintenance costs of the Project/Project Facility, and (f) all other expenditures required to be incurred under Applicable Law or under Applicable Permits necessary for the operation and maintenance of the Project according to the Specifications and Standards at its full design capacity.

2.1.60. "O & M Inspection" O & M Inspection means the inspection to be carried out jointly by the Engineer in charge and Concessionaire to determine the condition of project.

2.1.61. "Operations Period" means the period commencing from COD and ending at the expiry of the Concession Period.

2.1.62. "Parties” means the parties to this Agreement collectively and "Party" shall mean either of the Parties to this Agreement individually.

2.1.63. "Performance Security" means the Performance Security for construction or Performance Security for operation and maintenance as applicable in terms of RFP.

2.1.64. “Person” means any individual, company, corporation, partnership, joint venture, trust, unincorporated organization, government or Government Agency or any other legal entity.

2.1.65. “Political Event” shall have the meaning ascribed thereto in RFP.

2.1.66. "Project" means the project described in RFP. which the Concessionaire is required to design, engineer, procure, finance, construct, operate, maintain and transfer in accordance with the provisions of this Agreement.

2.1.67. “Project Agreements” means collectively this Agreement, any contract for the design, engineering, procurement and construction of the Project, O&M Contract and any other material contract (other than the Financing Documents) entered into or may hereafter be entered into by the Concessionaire in connection with the Project.

2.1.68. The Commercial Taxes Department , Government of Jharkhand had resolved to augment the development, maintenance and management of 20 Twenty Data Collection Centers /  Border Check Posts in the state of Jharkhand (hereinafter called the “BCP’s”) on build, operate and transfer (“BOT”) basis in accordance with the terms and conditions to be set forth in a concession agreement. on BOT basis ( “project”)

2)
Project Brief
The Commercial Taxes Department, Government of Jharkhand is poised for rapid growth of infrastructure in the state. At these check posts department will carry out their respective duties regarding collection of taxes/ fines / arrears etc and other relevant operations in respect of commercial vehicles. Also the data in respect of these commercial vehicles will be shared by all such Check-Posts in the state after their modernization & computerization as proposed in this project is completed.

3)
Purpose and Intention of the project

3.1
An overview 
Interstate traffic comprises of various classes of vehicles that enter and exit  Jharkhand from neighboring states of Bihar, Chhattisgarh, Uttar Pradesh, Orissa and West Bengal. These vehicles may contain goods, which according to state policy may be taxable as per the directives from the Government from time to time. The permits and papers/ documents also require checking by Commercial Taxes Department, etc. 

The taxes may be VAT, CST, ET and other relevant  taxes. Apart from these taxes (permit), a check by authorities is required to be carried out, at the point of various entries in the state, for restraining any unauthorized goods etc. A centralized electronic control system will serve the purpose of effective Singly Window Clearance at these check post.

The concept
Increased movement of interstate traffic, both in volume & speed requires setting up of  a system of “Modernized and computerized Data Collection Center/ Border Check Post, which needs to be implemented to facilitate road users and to cut short time required for clearance.

3.3.1 The Project shall be executed on the Site, which is described in Schedule ‘Site’ of this RFP.  The scope of the Project shall include performance and execution by the Concessionaire of all design, engineering, financing, procurement, construction, completion, operation and maintenance of the Project Data Collection Center / Border Check posts as described in Schedule of this RFP. In accordance with the "Specifications and Standards Schedule” and operation and maintenance thereof in accordance “operation and maintenance Schedule’.  It shall also include the performance and fulfillment of other obligations by the Concessionaire under RFP.

3.3.2 Concessionaire needs to execute a total solution of “Modernized and computerized Data Collection Center / Border Check Post, which needs to be implemented, accepted by Commercial Taxes Department to facilitate road users and to cut short time required for clearance. 

3.3.3 Performance and fulfilment of all other obligations of the Concessionaire in accordance with the provisions of this Agreement and matters incidental thereto or necessary for the performance of any or all of the obligations of the Concessionaire under RFP.

4
Brief Description of Work

Understanding the data / information and typical drawings enclosed with RFP, the Concessionaire shall himself carryout and be responsible for engineering surveys / investigations , availability of material and detailed engineering designs and prepare the working drawings for all the components relevant to the Project Checkpost to fulfill the scope of the project as envisaged in RFP.  The designs for different project facilities shall follow the locations and indicative designs given in RFP ( designs )and shall comply with design specifications and standards outlined in Schedule (specifications and standards). The Concessionaire will be responsible for planning, design and execution of the works and other ancillary works in connection with the construction, operation and maintenance of the Project and functions associated with the construction , operations and maintenance of the Project and shall take all such actions and do all such things (including, but not limited to, organizing itself, adopting measures and standards, executing procedures and engaging and managing contractors, agents and employees) as will:

a) enable Commercial Taxes Department to provide an acceptably project in respect of its condition (structural safety) and use (road safety); and

b) enable Commercial Taxes Department to fulfill statutory and common law obligations; and

enable the Commercial Taxes Department  to provide a safe and congestion free uninterrupted flow of traffic on the Project;

enable Commercial Taxes Department  to provide a high satisfactory level of service to the public , have the combined facilities for clearance/checking of commercial & private traffic at one station

enable the police, local authorities and others with statutory duties or functions in relation to the Project to fulfill those duties and functions;

minimize the occurrence and adverse effects of accidents and ensure that all accidents and emergencies are responded to as quickly as possible;

ensure that members of the public are treated with all due courtesy and consideration;

provide a safe, clear and informative system of road signs;

comply with any specified programme requirements, including for the completion of the checkpost;

4.16      Facilitate Commercial Taxes Department in land acquisition activities for the construction of all the checkposts by deputing competent personals at all the concerned land acquisition offices as per instructions of Commercial Taxes Department ;

4.17      make his own arrangement for electric and water supply for the project, JSEB or other concerned  department during the entire concession period. The necessary connection and usage charges shall be borne by concessionaire. The required NOC will be provided by Commercial Taxes Department.

4.18  Purchase /Acquire / lease the  land suitable work the project as mentioned in the RFP documents.

Scope of Works 

Part I - Road Works.

The scope of work for road works includes but not limited to design, engineering, procurement, construction, up gradation & maintenance during the concession period of required lanes , medians , culverts , ROB , surface drains , foot  paths, parking area , detention area , Identification removal and shifting of utilities services , poles etc, Cutting and plantation of trees, Widening/construction of cross drainage works, culverts, minor and major bridges., Widening of existing carriageway and providing acceleration/deceleration lengths along with side shoulders , Construction of compound wall along periphery of the premises of the check post ,road marking, cat eyes,  road signage’s, gantries, cantilevers, and road furniture’s, kerbs, parapets, railings, guard stones, canopy  etc complete as required for the successful execution of the project as per directions of Commercial Taxes Department during the entire concession period.

The Concessionaire shall design all horizontal and vertical curves considering all affecting parameters for geometric design of highways as per the relevant IRC Standards and codes of practice. The Concessionaire shall design all entries and exits as per the geometric design guidelines issued by IRC.  

The Concessionaire shall design the pavement thickness after assessing the overall topography of the terrain, sub grade soil conditions, traffic intensity, rain fall intensity, axle load, C.B.R. of the sub-grade soil and other necessary testing duly done.  Concessionaire shall carry out all necessary laboratory and in-situ testing to ascertain the classification of sub grade soil required for pavement design and shall design the pavement thickness accordingly.  The provisions for pavement are proposed as shown in the accompanying drawings that are as under:-

Note:-  The thickness given above for widening / strengthening / new construction are minimum and indicative. The thickness of each layer shall be designed by the Concessionaire shall be based on thickness required for each homogonous section as per relevant IRC Codes. 

ii ) Road sighnages

a) The signage theme for the checkpost is designed considering the various traffic mix approaching the checkpost from the National Highway. The traffic mix involves both private & commercial vehicles getting into multiple lanes at the checkpost from the National Highway. This may result into traffic congestion at the entry of the Checkpost in absence of an effective signage scheme. In order to have efficient & smoother traffic flow, it is being specified to adopt the colour coding signage concept by the contractor as shown in the various schematic views. The concessionaire shall match the design, colour scheme / pattern as per the schematic view & install the signages in the proper sequence from both sides while approaching the checkpost. 

b) The various schematic views as enclosed are designed considering the various aspects / parameters of the checkpost. Accordingly the specific sizes of the signboards & overhead structures are being specified. The detail specification & GA drawings are enclosed. The contractors have to strictly follow the technical specification laid down for the signage scheme.

c) The work has to be done on the road with busy traffic and hence suitable Traffic Diversion/Direction measures will have to be adopted in consultation with Engineer-IN-Charge&  Traffic Police. Proper and adequate safety signboards, barricades, lighting at night shall be displayed during day and night to ensure that no accidents take place.

d) Though the specified signage details & structure span are most unlikely to vary but the department is not responsible if these specified span vary due to various site conditions during the execution stage. The concessionaire are supposed to make the necessary site survey before submitting the bid. Also they should submit the authorization letter from the manufacturers having well established manufacturing facilities to provide them with the requisite technical back-up for specified overhead structures both in terms of designing & execution. The manufacturer in his authorization letter shall give conformance of meeting the technical specification / design parameters. This shall be submitted along with the tender & shall form a part of technical bid evaluation. 

e) In case of span variations, the contractor shall submit the revised design calculations for structural stability alongwith the STADD analysis report These calculations shall be duly approved by the PMC / Engineer-IN-Charge before executing the same at site . The design has to be carried out using the following applicable standards – 

1) Calculation of wind pressure is based on IS 875 Part III – 1987

2) Design procedure is based on –BSEN 40 – 3 – 1 : 2000 & AASHTO

3) Welding shall be as per BS 5135 / AWS.

4) High tensile sheet confirming to BSEN 100025 or equivalent

5) The foundation design shall be in accordance to IS 456-2000.

f) The signboards need to maintain properly in order to get the satisfactory performance. They need to be cleaned every fourth month as per the laid down procedures / norms by the sheeting manufacturer in order to get the efficient reflectivity. 

Part II - Building Works

The scope of work for Building works includes but not limited to design, engineering, procurement, construction, up gradation & maintenance during the concession period of required buildings complete with all interiors , internal wiring, electrical & electronic equipments, furniture and fixtures (like office chairs , office tables, bed, sofa , side tables, dining table, almirahs  etc as required and as per directions of Commercial Taxes Department.) , A.C.’s , etc complete as required for the successful execution of the project as per directions of Commercial Taxes Department during the entire concession period.

The concessionaire shall submit for approval samples of all materials, fittings and appliances well in advance of starting the work and before being used in the job. All materials, fittings and appliances used in the work shall conform to the approved samples.

Part III- Electrical Equipments

The scope of work for electrical equipments works includes but not limited to design, engineering, procurement, Supply, installation, testing, commissioning, up gradation, replacement, operations, maintenance and payment of deposits, monthly bills / charges, all required consumables during the concession period of required electrical equipments complete as required for the successful execution of the project as per directions of COMMERCIAL TAXES DEPARTMENT during the entire concession period.

· Minimum data storage @ each check post = 72 hrs at each checkpost

· Central Control Room = 60 days of all Checkposts 

· Archival = 2 Years of all Checkposts
· Replacement / enhancement of Computer Hardware, peripherals, networking equipments system software and application software with latest available upgrades every third year from the Date of COD or in case of increase in transactions above 10000 per day per checkpost.

Part V – Miscellaneous Works

Part V-A. Landscaping & Beautification works

All Landscaping & Beautification work including maintaianance shall be done by the concessionaire as per the instructions given by the Commercial Taxes Department t during the entire concession period.
Landscaping & Beautification comprises development of lawns, gardens, islands, sculptures, murals and also lighting the surroundings as also beautification of BCP’s. 

Lawn: -   Carpet area of lawn shall be must be kept wet by revolving water Sprinklers. The grass should be cut time to time to have a pleasant appearance.


Garden: - Gardens are to be developed at calm and quite places where people of the city can come for leisure. It must provide with different type of trees, which give shadow, flowers and fruits also. There must be water tank, fountain and things of amusement. Moreover that must be of ultra - modern -techniques.

Island: -  Islands is must be for duel purpose. One for traffic regulations and     

                 other for Beautification.
Sculpture & Murals: -These are the artistic features and must be carried out under the guidance of Architect.

Lighting: -    Decorative type of lighting is to be provided in the Garden, Island,   

                     and Lawn etc. All landscaping & beautification is to be conserved,   

                     maintained & protected by the Concessionaire at this cost                      

                     throughout the Concession period.
Part V- B. Facility Center
The facilities and amenities will be comparable to global standards. The wayside amenities shall offer the users of the National Highway and BCP an opportunity for rest and recreation as well as serve their needs for food, drink, vehicle repairing, communication facilities etc. It is extremely important that the facilities erected are architecturally beautiful, aesthetically pleasing, environmentally compliant, functionally efficient and operationally convenient as well as safe.

Major components of the work/scope of work are as under:

1. Preparation of detailed conceptual plan lay out plan and detailed architectural and structural design and drawings.

2. Construction and establishing of wayside amenities including construction of approach roads (entry/exit) to the facility from the National Highway.

3. Operating and maintaining the above facilities during the Concession period.

Part V-C. Manning of Checkpost.

Concessionaire will be responsible for supply the required qualified manpower as mentioned below for the works of the project during the concession period as per the requirement & directions of Commercial Taxes Department and the Concessionaire will be responsible for the employees deputed on project and compliance of the employment acts and provisions of the Commercial Taxes Department etc.

Part V-D. Other Works

Concessionaire shall complete other such as internal roads, roadside gutters, plot development, compound wall, fire fighting, crane, Ambulance, mobile Checkpoint units etc complete as required for the successful execution of the project as per directions of Commercial Taxes Department.

Supply, operate as per directions of Commercial Taxes Department and maintain (including driver, helpers, all consumables, diesel etc.) crane.

Supply, operate as per directions of Commercial Taxes Department. and maintain (including driver, helpers, all consumables, diesel etc.)  Ambulance.

Supply, install, operate and maintain fire fighting equipments.

Supply, operate as per directions of Commercial Taxes Department. and maintain (including driver, helpers, all consumables, diesel etc) Mobile Checkpoint units.

Part V-E Utility bill payments.

1. All permit / permission charges, certification of equipments by competent authorities, approval fee, deposits, advance, securities, and local administration fee and taxes etc for to be paid by concessionaire during the concession period. 

2. Supply of required water and payment of Water usage charges to be paid by concessionaire during the concession period.

3. Supply of round the clock required power and payment of Electricity usage charges to be paid by concessionaire during the concession period.

4. VSAT / cable connectivity usage charges to be paid by concessionaire during the concession period.

5. Telephone usage charges to be paid by concessionaire during the concession period.

Part VI-Operation and maintenance works

Concessionaire will be responsible for maintenance, up gradation, repairs , replacement and operations, of all works of the project during the concession period as per the maintenance requirement mentioned in the maintenance manual. Concessionaire will be responsible for procurement and supply of All consumables required at the 20 BCP’s required for all equipments and components including but not limited to diesel, oil, computer stationery, printer cartridges, paper, etc.
