The team shall be engaged in such a manner that all tasks are completed in scheduled time. The deployment of the team shall be as per the instructions of Commissioner Commercial Taxes from time to time.

PERIOD OF VALIDITY OF BID
3.8.1 All bids shall be valid for a period of Six months (180 days) from the date of opening of the bid.

3.8.2 A bid with a validity period less than Six months (180 days) shall be deemed as non-responsive and rejected summarily.

3.8.3 In exceptional circumstances, the Department may ask the bidders to extend the period of validity for a specified additional period.

3.22.3 Under the Technical Bid, the CV's of only the key personnel's are required. It shall be ensured that the format is strictly followed and the information furnished therein is true and correct. 
The CV must indicate the work in hand and the duration till which the person will be required to be engaged in that assignment. 
For the Team leader, the Experience certificate on Checkpost project from the client is compulsory or else the experience will not be evaluated. 
3.22.4 Under the technical bid, the bidders must give particular attention to the following :

Total assignment period is as indicated in the clause 5.1 of the Section V of schedule I. A schedule in respect of requirement of personnel is also furnished in section III of schedule I.

A good working knowledge of English Language is essential for key professional staff on this assignment. Approach paper on methodology proposed for performing the assignment must be in English Language.
(vii) 
Availability of few key personnel engaged for preparation of Detailed Project Report has to be ensured after start of the work during the period of survey and review of DPR by the officials.
3.22.5 The bidder's technical proposal must be in the in formats attached as Annexures in  to schedule II and also contain the following information.

Curriculum Vitae (CV) recently signed in blue ink by the proposed key professional staff and also by an authorized official of the firm. Each page of the CV must be signed. The key information shall be as per the format.
(iii) Proposed work programme and methodology for the execution of the services illustrated with bar charts of activities, including survey equipment and procedure, any change proposed in the methodology of services indicated in the TOR and procedure for quality assurance.

Estimates of the total time effort (person x months) to be provided for the services.
3.22.6 The evaluation shall be made by applying a transparent point system. Each responsive proposal will be attributed a technical score.
3.22.7 Under the Technical Bid, the bidder is required to submit the details of Bank Certificate as Net Worth Certificate issued by the CA, Income Tax Return, Turn over and Experience as required under clause 3.5, 3.6 and 3.7 respectively.

3.22.8 The bid shall be accompanied with Earnest Money Deposit as required under clause 3.4 of the bid document.

3.22.9 It is imperative for all the bidders to furnish all the documents and evidences as required for evaluation. If the various documents contained in this envelope do not meet the technical requirements, the bidder shall not be qualified for opening of Financial Bid.

3.23.2 The financial proposal should include the costs associated with the assignment. These shall normally cover: the remuneration for staff (foreign and local, in the field, office etc.), accommodation, transportation, equipment, printing of documents, surveys etc. 


The bidder's financial proposal should be prepared strictly using, the formats attached in Annexure I (Form FF-I) to III (Form FF-III)of schedule III. 


The financial proposal should clearly indicate the rate and total amount in words of the estimated cost of the work given in Schedule III. Conditional offer or the proposal not furnished in the format attached in Annexure-III shall be considered non responsive and is liable to be rejected.
3.23.3 The bidder is required to mention rate to be charged including all taxes, duties and levies (However included tax duties etc. are to be specified separately for use in future, in case of necessity arises)

3.23.4 Costs shall be expressed in Indian Rupees only. The payments shall be made in Indian Rupees only .
3.24
PROCESS TO BE CONFIDENTIAL
3.24.1 Information relating to the process of examination and evaluation shall not be disclosed to bidders or any other persons. 
Any effort by the bidder to influence the processing of bids or decision may result in the rejection of his bid.
3.25
DETERMINATION OF RESPONSIVENESS
3.25.1 For the purpose of bid evaluation, a responsive bid is one, which conforms to all the terms, conditions and specifications of the bid document, without any condition, deviation or reservation. Any deviation or reservation is one.
(i)       
which affects the scope, quality or performance of the Project.
(ii)      
which is inconsistent with the bid document, also limits the departments rights or the bidder’s obligations under the contract or
(iii)     
whose rectification would affect unfairly the competitive position of other bidders presenting responsive bids.
3.25.2 Department shall retain all documents submitted by the bidder and these will not be returned.

3.26.
EVALUATION OF BIDS.
3.26.1 A Committee or Committees constituted by the Department will evaluate the bids.

3.26.2 A two-stage procedure will be adopted in evaluating the proposal. The Committee or Committees will allocate weights to technical proposal as indicated clause 3.26.3.

3.26.3 In the first stage, the technical bids received shall be evaluated in respect of criteria set out in “Annexure –A” of this chapter. 


Each item of the technical proposal will be scrutinized in respect of criteria specified within each item. Tenderers are required to provide a summary sheet duly supported by relevant certificates regarding their capability with respect to specified criteria. 


All C.V’s of personnel proposed to be deployed will have a certificate of willingness and his consent to participate in this project till completion of project.
The planning for this project will have to be carried out in a time bound manner, which will normally not exceed 3 month (Three month) from date of award of the contract. 
The technical proposal must clearly outline the procedures that consultant will deploy to achieve this target. 
3.26.4 Only those bidders who secure 60 or more marks in technical bids evaluation as mentioned in 3.26.3 above shall qualify for opening financial bid. The security deposit shall be deposited in the form of a Bank Guarantee or BC/demand draft / Pay order in favour of “Commissioner Commercial Taxes, Government of Jharkhand ” payable at Ranchi.

TERMS OF REFERENCE

I. Introduction: 

1. The Govt. of Jharkhand is poised for rapid growth of infrastructure in the state. To facilitate road users and to attract more interstate traffic, It is necessary to create greater transparency in working. The Department of Commercial Tax, Government of Jharkhand  plans to construct and operate “Modernized and computerized twenty (20) Border Check Posts cum data collection centers equipped with modern basic amenities. Collecting tax is an equitable, reasonable and calculated process for generating state revenues that are principally utilized for various development works. While designing the concept, emphasis should be given to cut short the time required for different clearances to provide maximum possible easement for road users entering the state through the border check points

2. All the DCCs are envisaged to be computerized and linked with a Central Server located at designated departmental headquarters. Data Collection Center (DCCs) is designed, to facilitate road users and to cut short time required for all clearance. 

II. Objective of the Consultancy 

The objective of the consultancy is to undertake detailed feasibility study , preparation of detailed project report and tender documents including assistance in evaluation process. The following are key task to be performed by the consultant: 

Assessment of the potential through survey report and demand assessment of the proposed DCCs. 

a) Identification of essential and desired products, components and the services 

b) to be provided under the project 

c) Preparation of preliminary design and conceptual master plan, including traffic circulation plan and bypass routing plan for the DCCs. 

d) Identification of supporting infrastructure facilities such as water supply, power, sewerage, drainage facilities 

e) Delineation of technical specification and performance standards 

f) Development of Cost Estimate (Capital and O & M) for the project 

g) Financial Analysis 

h) Bid documentation and assistance in bid process management 

III. Scope of Work: 

The scope of work for the consultancy is as follows. 

1. DCC Services Analysis

4. Topographical Survey if required:

· Parking arrangement for detained commercial goods vehicle and other vehicles, Entry & Exit to the facility. 

· Consultant shall provide all design assumptions used while preparing detailed 

· design and engineering for the project 

6. Delineation of Technical Specifications, Performance and Service Standards : 

· Outline mandatory requirement for DCC, designing and implementation. 

· Outline technical specification for weigh bridge/weighing-in-motion machine and all other electronic equipments and machinery. 

· Outline the performance specifications for the technology system for DCCs. The technology system shall include data collection, data entry/capturing, data storage, data transfer, data retrieval, network system etc 

· Outline the specifications for reporting requirement, report generation etc for 

· department 

· Outline requirement for number of lanes with width for each DCC 

· Technical Specification for waiting lanes and parking space with minimum number of parking bays & area per parking bays for commercial trucks 

· Minimum user amenities requirement 

· Minimum/maximum commercial space to be allowed at DCC site having potential for commercial development 

· Identify and list the permitted and prohibited commercial activities for commercial development 

· Outline the minimum requirement for central control rooms at Head Quarters in terms of design, civil, system requirement for data storage, retrieval etc 

· Civil Building works and material specification including ceiling, roofing, floor

· Technical specification for plumbing, fire, safety, electrification, ventilation and air conditioning, illumination at public area etc.

· Periodic and routine maintenance performance standards. Consultant shall specify the minimum manpower and crew requirement for the each DCC .

· Consultant shall outline the requirement for data base generation and propose  suitable method for creating the database 

· Service standards in terms of operational timings, servicing time like waiting time, processing time etc for DCC service 

· Service level indicator for measuring the performance and effectiveness of operation and maintenance and recommended response time and frequency of monitoring

7. Cost Estimations:

If the consultant substitutes the key personnel or client wants consultants to replace the personnel on ground of misconduct or inefficiency, the penalty for replacement shall be as decided by the Commissioner , Commercial Taxes  which shall not exceed Rs. 10,000/- mentioned in clause 5.3.3 above.

5.7    MODE OF BILLING AND PAYMENT

(c) The final payment under this Clause shall be made only after the final Detailed Project report and a final statement, identified as such, shall have been submitted by the Consultants and approved as satisfactory by the Client. The services shall be deemed completed and finally accepted by the Client and the final Detailed Project report and final statement shall be deemed approved by the Client as satisfactory unless within ninety (90) days period client gives written notice to the Consultants specifying in detail deficiencies in the Services, in the final Detailed Project report or in final statement, the consultants shall there upon promptly make any necessary corrections, and upon completion of such corrections, the foregoing process shall be repeated. 


Any amount which the Client has paid or caused to be paid in accordance with this Clause in excess of the amounts actually payable in accordance with the provisions of this Contract shall be reimbursed by the Consultants to the Client within at the earliest, after receipt by the Consultants of notice thereof. 


Any such claim by the Client for reimbursement must be made within (12) calendar months after receipt by the Client of a final report and a final statement approved by the Client in accordance with the above.
(d) No Service Tax will be added while giving payment to the Consultant, as the offer of consultant is inclusive of service tax and all other taxes.

DETAILS TO BE KEPT CONFIDENTIAL
5.21.1 The consultant shall treat the details of the contract as private and confidential, save in so far as may be necessary for the purposes thereof, and shall not publish or disclose the same or any particulars thereof in any trade or technical paper or elsewhere without the prior consent in writing of the department. 


If any dispute arises as to the necessity of any publication or disclosure for the purpose of the Contract the same shall be referred to the Commissioner, Commercial Taxes whose decision shall be final.

5.21.2 The contractor or his representative should neither disclose the data nor sell the data or use it for commercial exploitation or research work without the written permission of the Commissioner.

5.22.
TRANSFER OF RIGHTS

5.22.1 The Consultant shall not transfer the contract or part of the contract to any body.
5.23.
LANGUAGE OF LAW
5.23.1 The Language of the contract is English and the Law governing the contract is that in force in India.
5.24.
DECISIONS AND INTERPRETATION
5.24.1 Except where otherwise specifically stated, the Commissioner Commercial Taxes  will decide the Contractual matter between the department and the Consultant and the matter shall be referred to the Secretary,  Commercial Taxes, whose decision would be final and binding on both the parties.
5.24.2 In case of dispute over the interpretation of any clause of contract, decision of Secretary  Commercial Taxes  shall be final and binding.
5.25     COMMUNICATION
5.25.1 Communication with the department, which is referred in the conditions, are effective only when in writing. A notice shall be effective only when it is served via email / or facsimile followed by a postal service / speed post.
5.26.    SUSPENSION
5.26.1
The Department may, by a written notice to the Consultant, suspend the Contract if the Consultant fails to perform any of its obligations under this contract, including the carrying out of the services. Provided that such notice of suspension:
(i)       shall specify the nature of the failure, and
(ii) shall direct the Consultant to rectify such failure within a specified period from the date of receipt of such notice of suspension.

No payment shall be made to the Consultant for such suspended period and no
damage shall be claimed on account of this suspension.
5.27     TERMINATION OF THE CONTRACT
5.27.1 The department shall have a right to cancel the contract if the Consultant commits breach of any condition. Breach of Contract include, but are not limited to, the following:
(a) It is found that the time schedule of implementation of the scheme is not being adhered to,

(f) The Consultant fails to deliver any or all of the obligations within the time period(s) specified in the contract, or any extension thereof granted by department.

(g) The Consultant fails to perform any other obligation(s) under the contract.

5.27.2 Because of breach of contract by the Consultant for any of the above reasons, the department shall have the right to terminate the contract and forfeit the security deposit and invoke the performance bank guarantee.
5.28.
CESSATION OF RIGHTS AND OBLIGATIONS
5.28.1 Upon termination of the Contract , or upon expiry of this contract, all rights and obligations of such parties hereunder shall cease, except :
(i)       Such rights and obligations as may have accrued on the date of termination or
expiry.
 (ii)      The obligation of confidentiality set forth.
 (iii)     Any right which a party may have under the applicable law.
5.29.
CESSATION OF SERVICES UPON TERMINATION
5.29.1 Upon termination of the Contract, the Consultant shall, immediately upon dispatch or receipt of such notice, take all necessary steps to bring the services to a close in a prompt and orderly manner.
5.30
REFUND OF SECURITY DEPOSIT
5.30.1 Security deposit of the Consultant shall be refunded after satisfactory completion of the contract. The Consultant shall arrange No Objection Certificate from the authorities of all the locations, and shall also submit No Claim Certificates against department. The department shall refund security deposit after receipt of above referred certificates.
5.31
FORCE MAJEURE
5.31.1
Notwithstanding the provision of Clause 5.2, 5.3 and 5.27, the Consultant shall not be liable for forfeiture of its security deposit, liquidated damages or termination for default, if and to the extent that, its delay in performance or other failure to perform its obligation under the contract is the result of an event of Force Majeure.
For purpose of this Clause, “Force Majeure” means an event beyond the control of the Consultant and not involving any fault or negligence and not foreseeable. Such events may include, but are not restricted to, acts of the department either in its sovereign or contractual capacity, wars or revolution, fires, floods, epidemics, quarantine restrictions and freight embargoes. But does not include failure of electricity, printing system or non-availability of raw material as a cause beyond control.
5.31.2
If a Force Majeure situation arises, the Consultant shall promptly notify the department in writing within 24 hours of such conditions and the cause thereof. Unless otherwise directed by the department in writing, the Consultant shall continue to perform its obligations under the contract as far as is reasonably practical, and shall seek all reasonable alternative means for performance not prevented by the Force Majeure event. 



The Department may terminate this contract, by giving a written notice of minimum 30 days to the contractor, if as a result of Force Majeure the Consultant is unable to perform a material portion of the services for a period of more than 60 days.
5.32    ARBITRATION
5.32.1 The Department and the Consultant shall make every effort to resolve amicably by direct negotiations, any disagreement or dispute, arising between them under Contract. 
5.32.2 If after 30 days from the commencement of such direct negotiations, the dispute is not resolved it shall bereferred to Secretary, Commercial Taxes, Jharkhand, where decision shall be final and binding upon both parties.

5.32.3 Pending the submission of and/or decision on a dispute, difference or claim or until the matter is decided by Secretary, Commercial Taxes Department, Jharkhand the Consultant shall continue to perform all its obligations under this agreement without prejudice of final adjustment in accordance with such award.

5.32.4 The Department may terminate this contract, by giving a written notice of termination of minimum 30 days, to the Consultant, if the Consultant fails to comply with any decision delivered by Secretary, Commercial Taxes Department, Jharkhand. 
5.33.    LEGAL JURISDICTION
5.33.1 Any legal dispute arising out of the contract shall be settled at the Court of Law located at Ranchi City.

GENERAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS 6.1      EARNEST MONEY DEPOSIT
6.1.1 The bidder shall furnish, with the Technical Bid, an Earnest Money amounting to Rs. 50,000/- (Rs. Fifty thousand Only) in the form of Bank Draft/Bankers Cheque drawn in favour of “Commissioner,  Commercial Taxes , Government of Jharkhand ” payable at Ranchi.

6.1.2 Such negotiable instrument should be valid for a period of Six months (180 days) from the date of opening of Bid.

6.1.3 The Earnest Money may be forfeited on account of one or more of the following reasons:

(i)       The Bidder withdraws their bid during the period of bid validity specified by them on the bid letter form.
(ii)      Bidder does not respond to requests for clarification of their bid. (iii)     Bidder fails to co-operate during the bid evaluation process, and

COST OF PREPARATION OF BIDS
6.2.1 The bidder shall be solely responsible for the cost of preparing and submitting the bid and all other related costs.
6.3.
BIDDER TO ACQUAINT HIMSELF FULLY
(i) The bidder is advised to assess at his own level the quantum of work at each Check Post and other respective offices where the work is to be executed practically and satisfy himself before quoting his bids. Department  owns no responsibility to this extent.
(ii) The Bidder shall be deemed to have fully acquainted himself with the work and site conditions and carefully examined the special conditions, the specifications mentioned by Govt. from time to time for the said work, and shall be deemed to have fully informed himself regarding the local conditions, factors and various prevailing laws at time beings.
6.3.1 The Bidder should therefore plan his schedule of work properly so as to complete the work within stipulated time limit. Department will not be liable for any loss or damage sustained by the Bidder due to any reason whatsoever.
6.4      LIQUIDITY DAMAGES (LD)
6.4.1 In the event of failure of the consultant to accomplish his duties as per the time schedule as mentioned in this document, the department reserves the option to recover liquidated damages (LD) which is to be recovered from the consultant in the manner specified in section V of schedule I :

6.4.2 As per the Tender document, the consultant shall be required to deploy required number of qualified persons to perform the duties assigned to them under the project. The person should be available on every working day from 10 AM to 5 PM normally. 
In urgent circumstances the time period may be extended or the personnel may be called on Holidays also. 
In the event of failure/delay in day to day operations to be performed at each location, the department reserves the option to recover liquidated damages from the in the manner specified in schedule I.

6.5.     REJECTION OF BID
6.5.1   The Bids which does not fulfill any of the conditions or the notified requirements,
directions    &    guidelines    laid    down    by    the    State    Govt./ Commercial Taxes  Department, shall be considered to be incomplete and are likely to be rejected without assigning any reason thereof.
6.6.     ALTERNATIVE PROPOSALS BY BIDDERS

6.6.1 
Bidders shall submit Bid, which comply with the documents, including the basic requirements of department as indicated in the bid documents. Alternative bid shall not be considered. 
The Attention of bidders is drawn to the provisions that one bidder shall submit only one bid either individually or as partner in any of the organization failing which both or all such bids shall be rejected. 
6.7      DISQUALIFICATION
Department, in its sole discretion and at any time during the processing of Bids, may disqualify any bidder from the bid process, if the bidder has:
(i)       Submitted the Bid after the scheduled date and time.
(ii)      Firms not meeting eligibility criteria.
(iii) Made misleading or false representations in the forms, statements and attachments submitted in proof of the eligibility requirements.
(iv) If found to have record of poor performance such as abandoning works, not properly completing the contract, inordinately delaying completion, being involved in litigation or financial failures, etc.
(v) Submitted Bid which is not accompanied by required documents and Earnest Money Deposit (EMD) or is non-responsive.
(vi)     Failed to provide clarifications related thereto, when sought.
(vii) Submitted more than one Bid. This will cause disqualification of all Bids submitted by such applicants.
(viii) Bidders, who are found to canvass, influence or attempt to influence in any manner the qualification of selection process, including without limitation, by offering bribes or other illegal gratification shall be disqualified from the process at any stage.
(ix) A Bid not valid for at least 180 days shall be considered as non-responsive and would be disqualified.
6.8.     SECURITY DEPOSIT (SD)
6.8.1 Successful Bidder shall carry out the services in conformity with generally accepted professional and technically accepted norms relevant to such assignments that are required for the project and which are to the entire satisfaction of the Department
6.8.2 In the event of any deficiency in services, the Successful Bidder shall promptly take necessary action to resolve it, at no additional fees to the Employer.

6.8.3 Successful bidder will have to execute an agreement on a Non-Judicial Stamp of appropriate value within a period of 15 days of receipt of order and deposit security deposit which shall be 5% of the contract value.

6.8.4 The earnest money deposited at the time of tender may be adjusted towards Security Deposit amount or alternatively the bidder, taking the EMD back, may deposit a fresh SD.

6.8.5 Successful bidder shall deposit the Security Deposit money as follows:

(i) 5% of total project cost to be performed by the bidder for the complete duration of the consultancy.
6.8.6
The form of Security Deposit  Money shall be as below :

6.8.9 Failure of the Successful Bidder to comply with the requirements shall constitute sufficient grounds for the annulment of the award and forfeiture of the Security Deposit.
6.8.10 Any of the Financial Terms & Conditions not covered in this bid document shall be governed as per the provisions of General Finance & Accounts Rules prescribed by the Government of Jharkhand.

6.9. FORFEITURE OF SECURITY DEPOSIT
Security Deposit amount in full or part may be forfeited in the following cases:

No bidder shall participate in the bid process without Registration under the provisions of relevant Act and produces registration and clearance certificate with the Technical Bid (Envelop ‘A’). Certificates from the competent authority shall have to be enclosed with the technical bid, failing which bid may be liable to be rejected.



The successful bidder shall provide services etc. to Commercial Taxes Department, provided he is registered with Commercial Taxes Department, Jharkhand failing which, the award of contract may be cancelled. 

6.10.2 Tender forms shall be filled in ink or typed. No tender filled in pencil shall be considered. The bidder shall sign the tender form at each page and at the end, in token of acceptance of all the terms and conditions of the tender and should be submitted in the Technical Bid.

6.10.3 Rates shall be written both in words and figures. There should not be errors and/or over writings. Corrections, if any, should be made clearly and initialed with dates. The rates should mentioned element of the Jharkhand State Sales Tax and Central Sales Tax separately.

6.10.4 Bidder shall quote firm prices against each of the item as detailed in the price bid. No conditional discounts shall be quoted in the bid e.g. discounts based on conditions linked with bid/Security Deposit/guarantees, advance payments, selection of combination of products or product options, number of personnel etc. 



Financial bids with such conditional discounts may be rejected.

6.10.5 Comparison of Rates : 


The Bids offered shall include All Taxes, Duties, Cess or any other charges including Freights and the like. Any increase in taxes during the contract period by the Government shall not be considered for making payment. 


The financial Bids of all the Technically Qualified Bidder shall be evaluated as per procedure given in this bid document. 


Department reserves the right to award the contract to the firm quoting lowest rate or other than lowest rate at its sole discretion without assigning the reason thereof.
6.10.6 Direct or indirect canvassing on the part of the bidder or his representative will be a disqualification.

6.10.7 Any change in the constitution of the company, etc. shall be notified forthwith by the Consultant in writing to the Department and such change shall not relieve any former member of the company, etc. from any liability under the contract.

6.10.8 If any dispute arises out of the contract with regard to the interpretation, meaning and breach of the terms of the contract, the matter shall be referred to by the bidder to the Principal Secretary/ Secretary, Commercial Taxes Department, Government of Jharkhand who will be the Sole Arbitrator and his decision shall be final.
6.10.9 Income Tax and any other taxes shall be deducted at source as per rules.

6.10.10 All legal proceedings, if necessary, arises to be instituted by any of the parties
(Department or Contractor) shall have to be lodged in the courts situated in Ranchi only and not elsewhere.
6.10.11 Loss of Revenue to the Department : 


The bidder shall be vicariously liable to indemnify the Department in case of any misuse of data/information by the bidder, deliberate or otherwise, which comes into the knowledge of Commissioner Commercial Taxes  during the performance or currency of the contract and thereafter.

6.10.12 Change orders : 


Commissioner Commercial Taxes  may at any time, by a written order given to the bidder, make change within the general scope of the Contract. 


If any such change causes an increase or decrease in the cost of, or the time required for, the bidder’s performance of any part of the work under the contract, whether changed or not changed by the order, and equitable adjustment shall be made in the Security Deposit, Contract Price or delivery schedule, or both, and the contract shall accordingly be amended. 


Any claims by the bidder for adjustment under this clause must be asserted within thirty (30) days from the date of the bidder’s receipt of the Commissioner Commercial Taxes  changed order.
6.10.13 Contract Amendments : 
No variation in or modification of the terms of the Contact shall be made except by written amendment signed by all the parties i.e. the bidder/ Commissioner Commercial Taxes  

6.10.14 Department Right to Accept any bid and to reject any or all bids: 
The Department reserves the right to accept any bid, and to annul the tender process and reject all bids at any time prior to award of contract, without assigning reasons & without thereby incurring any liability to the affected bidder or bidders or any obligation to inform the affected bidder or bidders of the grounds or the Purchasers action.

6.10.15 Notification of award: 
Prior to the expiry of the period of the bid validity, the Department will notify the successful bidder in writing that its bid has been accepted. The notification of award will constitute the formation of contract. Upon the successful bidder’s furnishing of Security Deposit & execution of Agreement, Department  will notify each unsuccessful bidder and will discharge its EMD.

6.10.16 Period of Validity: 
Bids shall remain valid for six months( 180 days) from the date of opening of bid prescribed by department which may be extended with mutual consent. 


Department may reject a bid valid for a shorter period as non-responsive.

6.10.17 Period of Contract: 
The period of the contract shall be ………………….., from the date of work order, extendable on mutual consent.

6.10.18 Termination for Convenience: 
The Department may, by written notice to the bidder, may terminate the contract, in whole or in part at any time for its convenience. 


The notice of termination shall specify that termination is for the Department’s convenience, the extent to which performance of work under the contract is terminated and the date upon which such termination becomes effective.

6.10.19 The bidder shall pay the expenses of stamp duty for execution of agreement.
6.10.20  If a bidder imposes conditions, which are in addition to or in conflict with the conditions mentioned herein, his tender shall liable to be rejected.
